Section 3.1(b) of the Canadian Sport Dispute Resolution Code states three conditions which allow you to file an appeal before the
SDRCC:

* The SO or its internal appeal panel has rendered a final decision on the appeal

* The SO has failed to apply its internal appeal policy within reasonable time limits or on reasonable grounds

* The SO has waived the requirement to exhaust its internal appeal process.
If any of the above situations apply fo your case, you may file an appeal before the SDRCC.
