Process did not  
respect the principles 

of natural justice

Have you gone through 
your sport organization’s 
internal appeal process?

Does your sport 
organization have an 

appeal policy/process?

You must exhaust the internal 
appeal mechanisms of your sport 
organization, if any, by filing an 

internal appeal first. In order to file an appeal before the 
SDRCC, you need an agreement, 

contract clause or policy that 
points to the SDRCC. 

Do you have such an agreement?

You may discuss 
with your sport 

organization the 
possibility of coming 
to the SDRCC to try to 
resolve your dispute 
as a faster and less 

expensive alternative 
than civil courts.

Does that appeal policy 
refer to the SDRCC?

You need to look at your sport organization’s 
internal appeal policy and file your appeal 
there prior to coming to the SDRCC or be able 
to answer YES to any one of the three following 
criteria: 

Section 3.1(b) of the Canadian Sport Dispute 
Resolution Code states three conditions which 
allow you to file an appeal before the SDRCC:
•	The SO or its internal appeal panel has 

rendered a final decision on the appeal
• The SO has failed to apply its internal appeal 

policy within reasonable time limits or on 
reasonable grounds

• The SO has waived the requirement to exhaust 
its internal appeal process. 

If any of the above situations apply to your case, 
you may file an appeal before the SDRCC.
